HOW TO PARK ON YOUR DESIGNATED PITCH.

Arrival on pitch from 12 noon—departure by 11am. 
If you have a European tourer with the door opening on the offside please push/Drive your vehicle 
onto the pitch as above. (all opening doors should be to the right/as in the above diagram) 
SPEED LIMIT on park is 5mph, please be aware of people wandering across the roadways. 
Dogs: Please keep on a lead at all times, unless they are well behaved and in the designated dog 
field. It is your responsibility to scoop and bin please, we have plenty of buckets around the park for 
your convenience. 
Visitors: Please inform reception if you are expecting visitors. There is a charge and extra cars 
are to be parked near the toilet facilities. 
Facilities: These are all inclusive of the price but we do ask that you mop your shower area  when 
you finish, ready for the next person. 
Laundry: The laundry is equipped with a washing machine, a dryer, iron and ironing board. The 
price and coins that can be used is displayed on each machine and change may be available 
during office hours.  
The iron is free of charge, please fold the ironing board and iron away after use. 
Dishwashing Facility: Please leave clean and tidy after use. The freezer/refrigerator is for 
general use at owners risk. 
Dog wash and fur dryer: this is located to the rear of the dishwash room and is free to use. 

 

Bus Stop: timetables are available in reception and the information room. The bus to Hereford 
stops opposite The Mill road sign. The bus to Hay and beyond stops alongside The Mill road 
sign. 

Emergency numbers can be found in the red telephone kiosk or at reception/information
 
Games and playground: these are all free to use at your discretion. Pitch & Putt; tennis; 
badminton; table tennis; petangue equipment is available through reception. Children must be 
accompanied by an adult and a deposit of will be required to borrow equipment. (Fully 
refundable on return) All games must be played in the correct areas and not on your pitch or 
other general areas. Please supervise your children at all times.
 
Open 
subject to availability, please ask in reception.
